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In concert with the College’s 50th Anniversary, the College 
Foundation will embark upon a $2,500,000 campaign 
to renovate and upgrade the College’s highly successful 
dental hygiene clinic. 

This highly competitive program—six candidates compete 
for every seat—transforms lives.

The College Dental Hygiene Program currently operates 
a 14-chair clinic as part of  its program, where dental 
hygiene students treat patients while under the 
supervision of  licensed dental hygienists and dentists.  
While the size of  the renovated clinic will remain the 
same, campaign funds will be used to update the facility 
and advance the level of  service, providing the community 
with access to affordable dental/operative care.

Specifically, campaign funds will allow for the replacement 
of  dated facilities—allowing students to be trained in a 
state-of-the-art clinic with improved care for patients.

A recent report estimated that many of  the residents in 
the College’s service area do not have adequate access 
to dental care.  These community needs are reflected in 
the patient pool that seeks care at CCCC’s clinic where we 
offer the following services:

•	 Oral Cancer Exams
•	 Cleanings
•	 Cavity Checks
•	 X-rays
•	 Flouride Treatments
•	 Sealant Placements

There are no other schools of  dental hygiene within 50 
miles of  Cape Cod.  CCCC is the only institution that 
offers training opportunities for students interested in 
Dental Health in this region.  The Dental Hygiene program 
accepts 22 students each fall semester.  

Since 2004 the Dental Hygiene program has graduated 
130 students; the majority of  dental hygiene program 
graduates remain in the area to work within the 
Community.

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Cape Cod Community College Educational 
Foundation announced $225,000 in awards 
to 154 students at the Evening of  Excellence 
scholarships awards ceremony on Wednesday, 
May 26, in the Tilden Arts Center Auditorium.

Scholarships from $400 - $4,000 were awarded 
to incoming, current, and graduating students.  
The selections were based on academic 
excellence, accomplishments, and in some 
cases, financial need or personal circumstances.  
Recipients ranged from students directly out 
of  high school entering the College in the fall, 
to high school students participating in Dual 
Enrollment earning college credit, to many 
returning students studying toward their degree.

Presentations were announced by Liz Lewis, 
Chairperson of  the Cape Cod Community
College Educational Foundation, Laurent Fisher, 
Executive Director along with Susan Miller, 
the College’s Vice President of  Academic and 
Student Affairs.  Morgan Opie, a graduating 
student from Cotuit, spoke on behalf  of  all 
the scholarship recipients, expressing 
heartfelt thanks.

Many of  the evening’s speakers shared 
memories, and offered words of  tribute to 
Frank and Maureen Wilkens.  Through the 
continued generosity of  the Wilkens family, the 
Wilkens’ family scholarship fund assists single 
parents to pursue an education. This year we 
were honored to award ten Wilkens scholarships 
and endow a scholarship that will continue the 
family name in perpetuity.

Excellence in Teaching Award

Each year, professors are 
nominated by their peers and 
chosen by a blue ribbon committee 
for “The Excellence in Teaching 
Award.” The recipient of  the 
2011 Excellence in Teaching Award 
was Dr. Hemant Chikarmane. 

Over the years Professor Chikarmane has 
consistently found ways to use a variety of  
strategies to involve students in active learning.  
As an early adopter of  technology in the 
classroom he has been able to integrate open 
source materials and media which have engaged 
students by making learning materials relevant, 
accessible and affordable.

Students often speak enthusiastically about how 
much they enjoy Professor Chikarmane’s classes 
and repeatedly remark on his knowledge, humor 
and ability to get them excited about science.

The College Foundation is honored to sponsor 
this award and recognize Dr. Chikarmane’s 
accomplishments.

Program Enhancement Grants - Fall 2010

The Foundation funds innovative projects on 
campus through an annual competitive grant 
process. Since 1994, the College Foundation has 
provided over $175,000 in seed money for some 
125 different initiatives on campus through this 
special grant program.  The Scholarship and 
Grants Committee selects innovative, creative and 
collaborative projects from individuals, groups or 
departments that enhance a student’s experience 
and the teaching/learning process.

Priority is given to projects that: 

•	 enhance diversity or our response to diversity
•	 support development of  technology in 

instruction and student service
•	 improve student success, retention and 

persistence to commencement
•	 engage students in service learning or multi-

generational activities
•	 reach out to high schools and potential adult 

populations, particularly those underserved in 
education.

2010 Enhancement Grant Awards.  

•	 Project Forward Reality Works ChildCare 
II Simulator Infant - $1,000, Heather 
Pezzone.  Provides students with diverse 
abilities a realistic experience in caring 
for an infant in a safe environment with 
meaningful evaluation and feedback.  

•	 LGBT Students and Campus Life - $1,000, 
Nancy Wiley.  Addresses the on and off  
campus issues students confront and the 
role the campus can play as advocate and 
support system.    

•	 Starting Strong:  Preparing for the 
CPT - $1,000, Lois Andre.  This project 
will increase awareness of  the College 
Placement Test (CPT), its importance 
and the potential effects (academic 
and financial) of  scores that result in 
developmental course placement.    

•	 2011 Nontraditional Career Day - $1,000, 
Maria Sastre.  Designed for middle school 
students, this project encourages gratifying 
career choices, understanding and 
overcoming stereotyping and promoting 
proficiency and competent skills in 
Science, Technology, Engineering and 
Mathematics (STEM).    

•	 The CTP Mentor & Career Success 
Support Group - $1,200, Deb’orah Battles.  
The Career Training Program (CTP) 
project runs two sessions a year to assist 
low income participants to obtain basic 
marketable skills to seek and compete for 
employment so that they may become self-
sufficient.  

•	 Fixing The Flaws - $1,260, Louise 
DeSantis Deutsch.  The students will 
participate in an intensive review of  writing 
foundations, focusing on defined ‘problem 
areas’ in grammar, usage and academic 
composition.  

•	 Next Steps – CAREER Clinic - $1,500, 
Terri Huff.  ACCESS will offer needed 
college career planning and transition 
services to its adult education students by 
providing a CAREER Clinic, and an evening 
of  information sharing, instruction and 
next step planning.
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Alumnus of Year 

Dr. Thomas Allingham 
was named CCCC 
Alumnus of  the 
Year at the 2011 
Commencement.  
After graduating 
in 1974 from 4Cs, 
he continued his 
undergraduate 
education at 
Fitchburg State College, graduating Magna Cum 
Laude in 1977. In 1984 he graduated from the 
Chicago College of  Osteopathic Medicine, and his 
professional training continued with an internship 
at Clarion Osteopathic Hospital and a residency 
in anesthesiology at the Naval Medical Center in 
Bethesda, Maryland.

Dr. Allingham served 21 years of  active duty 
service as a Naval Officer in the United States 
Naval Medical Corp, retiring in 2006 as a 
Captain. His duties included service in both 
Desert Storm and Iraqi Freedom. His last 
assignment on active duty was as Commanding 
Officer of  the Medical Treatment Facility of  the 
United States Naval Ship COMFORT. In 2005, he 
had the privilege of  taking the ship to the Gulf  
Coast in support of  relief  efforts in the wake of  
Hurricane Katrina.

After retirement, Allingham worked in private 
practice in rural Tennessee before discovering 
he missed the academic aspects of  medicine. 
In 2008, he joined the faculty of  the University 
of  Mississippi as an Associate Professor of  
Anesthesiology and is currently the Interim Chair 
of  the Anesthesiology Department.

On his years at Cape Cod Community College, 
Allingham comments, “When I graduated from 
high school I was lost...torn between joining the 
military and pursuing my education.  I decided 
to try 4Cs. During the two wonderful years there, 
I discovered what I really wanted to do with my 
life.

In 1961, Cape Cod Community College welcomed 
one hundred sixty-six students from thirty-three 
communities to the second institution opened as 
part of  what is now a 15 community college system 
in Massachusetts. The College opened under the 
leadership of  its first president, Irving Bartlett, in the 
building that is now Barnstable Town Hall. There were 
five full-time faculty and six part-time instructors to 
greet them. Outgrowing its first home, in 1970 CCCC 
moved to its current location on 116 acres in West 
Barnstable, making it the first community college in 
the state to build a new campus.

Fifty years later, our student population, campus, 
faculty and course offerings have expanded in 
response to the needs of  our growing community, 
while our strong commitment to the educational 

and career needs of  our students and our resolve 
to teach and lead as responsible members of  a 
global community remain unchanged. Today we 
serve more than 4,400 students and offer hundreds 
of  courses taught by over 300 full and part-time 
faculty. Our expanded campus includes the Lyndon 
P. Lorusso Applied Technology building, a state-of-
the-art teaching and learning facility built in 2006 
as the state’s first LEED (Leadership in Energy and 
Environmental Design) certified “green-building” 
ever built with state dollars, and our newly renovated 
facilities in downtown Hyannis.
